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OEReader Redistribution License


PLEASE READ BEFORE ORDERING
Read this License Agreement carefully. By ordering an OEReader redistribution license, you agree to be bound by the terms of this Agreement.

This Redistribution License ("Agreement") is made by and between Small Office Solutions Ltd (“SOS”), a company registered in England and Wales under Company Number 3073027, and the organization / individual accepting and entering into this Agreement in the manner stated above ("Licensee").

SOS hereby grants to Licensee, subject to the conditions stated in this Agreement, a non-exclusive, non-transferable license to incorporate the OEReader DLL software component ("OEReader") into the Licensee's Programs and setup scripts, and distribute OEReader together with the Licensee's Programs. Licensee acknowledges that SOS retains all right, title, and interest in and to OEReader, including without limitation all copyrights and other proprietary rights.

This agreement allows the Licensee to distribute OEReader to up to a maximum of ninety-nine (99) separate customers/contacts. The License permits distribution of upgrades (as below) to existing users within the ninety-nine (99) limit, and such distribution of upgrades or revisions shall not be counted in the number of licenses distributed. Where OEReader is shipped with an application that itself permits unlimited use within an organisation, that shipment is counted as a single license. In addition the Licensee may use OEReader within their own organisation and subsidiary organisations without limitation; however distribution of OEReader to parent companies, or non-wholly-owned associated companies, is counted within the ninety-nine (99) license limit.

1. Redistributions of OEReader must contain only the file OEReader.DLL, optionally in both VB5 and VB6 runtime versions, and no other files provided in the OEReader evaluation software. Redistribution of the sample files and OEReader documentation is specifically prohibited under the terms of this license.

2. The redistributed file may be compressed, encrypted or scrambled for the purposes of creating an installation / redistribution setup package only. Once installed on an end-user’s computer system it must exist in its original form. No modification of copyright or other information within the redistributed file is permitted.

3. The rights granted pursuant to this Agreement are contingent upon Licensee's payment of the license fees for the OEReader software.

4. Disclaimer of Warranty. OEReader is provided on an "AS IS" basis. No warranty is provided that the software is free of defects, or fit for a particular purpose.

5. Limitation of Liability. SOS shall not be liable for any damages suffered by the Licensee or any third party resulting from use of OEReader, howsoever caused. The Licensee agrees to indemnify SOS and to hold it harmless against all losses sustained by any third parties as a result of the use of OEReader under the terms of this License Agreement. The Licensee agrees that The Licensee, and not SOS, shall be responsible for reimbursing all third parties against any such losses. 
6. The Licensee is entitled to any such bug fixes or minor amendments to OEReader as may be published by SOS from time to time, and may redistribute those new versions of OEReader to its existing customers, and include the new version in its own products. There is no obligation on SOS to provide such upgrades or fixes, however. The same prohibition on redistribution of related files such as samples and documentation apply to upgrades as to the original licensed version. Any upgraded versions of OEReader must be redistributed as part of an upgrade to the Licensee’s own software, and must not be made available to it’s end users as a stand-alone package, whether explicitly sent or made available for download.

7. Redistribution, sale, re-use or reverse engineering of OEReader is not permitted by the Licensee’s end users, customers and prospects, and all software containing OEReader must be redistributed with a license or other agreement explicitly prohibiting such redistribution. 

8. The licensee may not redistribute OEReader as a product in its own right; it must be providing genuinely relevant functionality to another end-user application. Other than by reference to OEReader within the license agreement as in point (7) above, the end-user’s attention should not be drawn or directed to the presence or use of OEReader within the Licensee’s application software and documentation. 

9. Termination of License. The Licensee acknowledges that if it is breach of any of the terms of this License, SOS has the right to immediate withdrawal of the Licensee’s license to redistribute OEReader. The Licensee agrees that SOS shall not be liable for any costs incurred as a result by the Licensee, nor for loss of income or any other losses howsoever incurred.
